

Directions:

1. Fold a blank piece of paper in half.  On the first side, cut 2 lines so that you have 3 flaps.

2. On the front of each “flap” label Newton’s 1st law, Newton’s 2nd law, and Newton’s 3rd law

3. On the back of the “flap” write the definition or description of that law.  

4. On the right side of the paper corresponding to the flap, illustrate an example of the law.  You should draw and color your picture.

5. Make a caption for your picture explaining how it is illustrating the law.

6. Split the back in half with a line.  On the back of your paper, write The Universal Law of Gravitation.  The Universal Law of Gravitation states that any two objects exert a gravitational force of attraction on each other. On the other side write the Law of Conservation of Momentum.
